Policy
LOITERING CAUSING DISTURBANCES

Violence, vandalism, seizure of school buildings or any other disruption of the educational program will not be condoned or tolerated.  Unauthori​zed persons who enter school premises or grounds in order to cause a disruption shall be prosecuted. Students who are guilty of continued and willful disobedience, or of open defiance of the authority of any teach​ers or person having authority over them, shall be liable to suspension or expulsion from school.

Any student leading, instigating or participating in an illegal or un​authorized demonstration or walkout shall be liable to immediate sus​pension consistent with due process.  Re-entry into the school program shall be permitted only after satisfactory consultation with the student and parents/guardians.

Any person who is not an employee of the board of education or a member of the student body who loiters on or about any Union Township school building or grounds, without written permission, or who causes distur​bances, may be guilty of an offense and may be prosecuted according to law.
