Sports and Entertainment Marketing is a specialized course for students with a career interest in
the fields of spotts, entertainment, and/or recreation. In addition to providing a fundamental
knowledge of global marketing, this course is designed to equip students with entry-level
competencies and college preparatory skills in the areas of advertising, promotion, sponsorship,
event marketing, and communications. Students also explore all money making aspects of the
television, motion picture, and sports industries, as well as multiple career options. Through
classroom activities and various assignments students will research industry practices, role-play,
create projects and presentations based on acquired knowledge.
